* Invest in quality paint

* Apply two top coats

before use

Painting is the quickest and most
efficient way to add value to
your home.

When looking at houses general-
ly, it’s the details such as fences,
gates, fascias and fronts and even
front doors that are most notice-
able and create the strongest
impression

Before you start have a think
about the journey on which you
are about to start. Think of your
painting job as a series of stages,
and surface preparation is build-
ing the foundations.

Of all painting defects it’s crack-
ing, peeling, flaking and blister-
ing that are the most common.
And the reason for these is
almost always the same — poor
surface preparation, or no sur-
face preparation at all, although
sometimes it’s an issue of mois-
ture penetrating the timber or

Youth Allowance

I encourage local students and
parents to have a say about recent
eligibility changes to the Indepen-
dent Youth Allowance.

The eligibility criteria has been
changed by the Labor Government,
meaning many students in areas
classified “inner regional” cannot
access certain support payments.

In Fisher, the areas impacted
include Maleny, Glasshouse Moun-
tains, Landsborough, Mooloolah
and Eudlo and surrounds.
