Mandela: Long Walk to Freedom
UK/ South Africa - biopic - M - 146mins

Adapted from Nelson Mandela’s autobiography, the film needs all its
two and a half hours to relate a remarkable and inspiring life. Rural
childhood, career as a young lawyer, anti-apartheid campaigner rising
through the ranks of the ANC, prisoner for twenty-seven years—all
stages are addressed, including his early marriage and divorce and
subsequent tempestuous union with the feisty
Winnie.

The accuracy with which the film recreates

each historical era is commendable. British
actor Idris Elba excels as Mandela and Nao-
mi Harris as Winnie.

Hero-worship is avoided, but the need to
chronicle key events of the struggle leaves
- little room for analysis or glimpses of daily life, and
Mandela comes across as something of an icon. But who could be
more deserving of that status?

Following in the footsteps of
South Australia, the Northern
Territory attempted to implement
a return deposit scheme for enply
drink dottles and cans. South
Australia’s scheme has been in
operation since the mid 1970’s
and is directed towards stopping
the throwing of litter into public
places, instead returning it to be
recycled.

It is estimated that over 18 mil-
lion drink containers are either
disposed of illegally or sent to
landfill in Australia each year and
a high cost to Australian taxpayery

The multinational company
Amatil that ownes Coca Cla and
a host of other drink companies
took the Northern Terrirory gov-
ernment to the Federal Court to
The Federal

stop the scheme.
Court ruled that the proposed
Northern Territory scheme to levy
a return deposit as being illegal.

Whilst this decision has ramifica-
tions for the empty container dis-
posal scheme, it has even larger
ramifications for other laws that
Australian Governments may wis
to putin place and not be to the
liking of mulitnational companies

This will be even more evident
after the terms of Trans Pacific
Partnership comes into operation

No longer do sovereign coun-
tries have control over their own
laws as they will all now have to
undergo scrutiny by multi nation-
al companies and other overseas
countries. This potentially will
have an effect on many practices
in Australian life.
