Voluntary Product Recall

A Maleny Dairies spokesperson said that after completing one of their
standard laboratory teststhere was a positive result for bacteria, eColi. As
a result the Queensland Health Department was informed and a voluntary
product recall was instigated on the following Maleny Dairies products;

Maleny dairies ‘Farmers choice’ pasteurised only milk (Gold top)
1,2 and 3 Litre bottles - USE BY 13 FEB

Maleny dairies low fat milk (Red top)
1,2 and 3 Litre bottles - USE BY 12 FEB

Maleny dairies full cream milk (Blue top)
300mL, 500mL, 1, 2 and 3 Litre bottles
- USEBY 13 FEB

The spokesperson continued to say that

the problem has now been rectified and only the dates listed below were
affected. The three milk varieties are available from Woolworths, Coles,
IGA and corner stores across South East Queensland.

Maleny Dairies adopts very stringent testing procedures and this bacteria
was found to exceed limits set by us.

Food products contaminated with (E coli) may cause illness if consumed.

Milk may be returned to the place of purchase for a full refund or if you
live nearby it may be returned to Maleny Dairies for a 200% refund.

Any consumers concerned about their health should seek medical advice.

The Maleny Dairies spokesperson said that they strive to offer their con-
sumers an excellent product and they will continue to maintain their very
high standards.

Mum’s favourite Recipes

Savoury Steak

- easy evening meal on these warm afternoons.

Ingredients
* 1kg bladebone steak * 3 teaspoons flour * 2 teaspoons sugar
* 1/4 teaspoon mustard * 1/2 teaspoon pepper * 1 teaspoon salt

Method

Mix together seasonings and flour and rub well into steak on both sides.

Put in casserole, adding 3 teaspoons tomato sauce, 3 teaspoons Worces-
tershire sauce, 4 teaspoons vinegar and about 1 1/2 cups cold water. Place
in oven.

Cook in a moderate oven until steak begins to simmer and then lower
gas and cook very slowly for 2 1/2 hours. Sliced carrots, parsnips and
potatoes may be cooked on top.

Rear End Accidents

Many accidents are caused
because drivers are driving too
close to the vehile in front of
them.

A driver must drive a sufficient
distance behind a vehicle trav-
elling in front of the driver so
the driver can, if necessary, stop
safely to avoid a collision with
the vehicle.

The driver of a long vehicle must
drive at least the required
minimum distance behind an-
other long vehicle travelling in
front of the driver, unless the
driver is.driving on a multi-lane
road; or a length of road in a
built-up area or overtaking.
Generally, that distance is for a
long vehicle in another areais a
minimum of 60m.

Exactly 10 years since the
Maleny Cattle Sale Yards closed

Tuesday February 3rd 2004 saw the last cattle sale held at Boxsell’s Sale
Yards on the banks of Obi Creek, the site where the Maleny Woolworths
store stands today.

Cattle sales were held on Tuesdays
whilst calves were sold on Mondays.

The cattle yards were a part of Maleny’s 4
history. The sales were conducted by

the Boxsell family from Kenilworth. The yards were originally built about
1909 by A.C. Cooke, Auctioneer who owned the Maleny Hotel at the time.
Stock were picked up from the various farms around the area and brought
to the yards for sale.

The public seating box for the yardswas retained and is now on display at
the Maleny Dairy factory.

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Can anyone believe that The Grea
Barrier Reef Marine Park Authorit
has approved a proposal to dump
more than 3 million cubic metres,
or about three milliuon tonnes of
sediment dredge spoil from the
Abbot Point coal terminal expan-
sion in the Marine Park area by th¢
mining industry.
