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Power companies to pay up

Not only have the new power
resellers such as AGL been using
“strong arm” tactics to encourage
customers to sign up for a “con-
tracted” period but they have also
been over-charging pensioners for
the priviledge of selling the elec-
tricity to them.

Soon these power billing compa-
nies will need to credit customers
with $40 each time the customer
is overcharged. This is a move
by the state government to protect
Queensland pensioners from un-
necessary power bills.

The Energy Minister, Mr Wilson
said pensioners had missed out
on the government rebates which
were worth $165 a year or had
been wrongly charged the ambu-
lance levy.

“We’ve already brought in rules to

force power billing companies to
repay the money,” Mr Wilson said.

“Now, they will also have to give
householders a credit of $40 off
their next bill.

“I’ve had a gutful of power billing
companies doing the wrong thing
by their customers.

“It’s time for those companies to be
hit in the hip pocket instead.”

The new code will not penalise
power billing companies that adjust
an overcharged account before it
has been paid, or if the billing error
relates to a faulty meter, or other
causes outside their control.

The new code 1s expected to start
in a matter of weeks and will be
administered by the independent
Queensland Competition Authority.

Force plaster crack into the holes
using a narrow filling knife.

Painting Techniques

* Before commencing your
painting take a little extra time
to use masking tape and newspa-
per to protect switch plates, light
fittings etc and drop cloths to
protect furniture and surfaces that
could be accidentally damaged or
splattered by the paint.

* When painting an entire
room always work on the ceiling
first. The advantage of this is
that any paint that splatters on the
walls can be cleaned up easily or
painted over.

* Make sure you are using
clean rollers, trays and brushes.
Tip some paint into the tray. Do
not put too much as it makes
loading the roller difficult and
spillage easy.

* Once the roller cover is
firmly fitted onto the roller frame,
take the roller and put it into the
paint and let it saturate all the
fabric.

* Apply the paint in a zig zag
pattern so you form a large M or
W. Smooth out the paint without
reloading the roller.

* Having used masking tape to
protect the edges of wood work or
glass, use a brush to paint around
the edges of doors, windows and
baseboards.

* Fill in the open area with the
roller. Never stop painting mid
wall. If you stop the paint mark
will show when the job is fin-
ished. If you need to take a break
stop at a window or door or better
yet after an entire wall.
