Mr Wellington says he has new information that would 
acquit the men who were jailed for the � rebombing of 
the Whiskey Au Go Go nightclub in Fortitude Valley in 
1973.

At the time this � re was the scene of the larghest mass 
murder in Australia.   It followed a determinbed e� ort by 
a criminal element to extort money from licensed night 
clubs in Brisbane, espeially in the Fortitude Valley area.

John Stuart and James Finch, both violent criminals who 
came north from Sydney were subsequently sentenced 
to life in prison after being found guilty of the murders.   
Stuart protested his innocence right up to his death.

Stuart was found dead in his cell at Brisbane’s Boggo 
Road jail in 1979 following several attempts to self-harm.    
Finch was paroled in 1988 after almost 15 years in pris-
on and was deported to England.    Following his depor-
tation to England Finch admitted his part in the crime.

If there is new evidence that shows another person was 
respoinsible for this crime then it is important that that 
information be placed before the courts so it can be 
validated.

As one who was at the scene of that � re that night and 
subsequently having to advise the parents of a number 
of the deceased people then taking them to the Bris-
bane morgue to o�  cially identify their young ones it is 
important to believe that justice was in fact done.

There are many parents who, whilst not getting over the 
death of their children had thought that they had put 
closure to this incident, but now Mr. Wellington has re-
opened the scars.

But Mr Wellington now says his role on the Parliamentary 
Crime and Misconduct Committee prevents him from 
tabling the information in Parliament.    In the interest of 
justice it is important that Mr. Wellington stands down 
from the Parliamentary Crime and Misconduct Com-
mittee so that he can present the information to parlia-
ment.

This matter is too important for Mr. Wellington to play 
political games with.   Mr. Wellington, you must table 
that information so that justice is not only done, but is 
seen to be correctly done, not only for the victims, but 
for the convicted persons as well.
