











Police are still receiving calls about
unattended children left in cars
during periods of hot weather.

It is important to remember that

a child or an animal dehydrates
extremely quickly when left in a car
in the type of weather that we are
presently experiencing.

The most common excuse by the
person eaving the child is that they
were just going into the shop and
“expected to be only a minute or
two at the most”

Tests conducted by the RACQ found
Importantly that there is no safe
situation in which to leave children

unattended in a vehicle. Even
when parked in the shade the tests
revealed that the cabin tempera-
tures can exceed well over 40
degrees and leaving the windows
slightly open did not reduce the
cabin temperatures by any signifi-
cant amount.

Temperatures exceeding 40 de-
grees can lead to death or serious
injury for the occupants.

Maximum temperatures are
reached in such short times, espe-
cially in this hot weather.

It is just not worth the risk - even for
a few seconds.

Over the past few weeks we !IGVL
seen a continuence of violence
caused by excess comsumption
of alcohol.

Not only people in the public
gaze, but people from everyday
life appear to be perpetuators of
this type of illegal activity.

In many cases the end result
results in death or serious injury
when just one punch can result
in a person hitting their head on
the footpath or similar.

Daily we now read about such
incidents with the majority of
those coming as a result of long
nights of drinking alcohol in
licensed premises..

The violence is generaly not pre-
meditated but comes as a result
of the inability to control actions
when one is excessively under
the influence of alcohol.

A trial of earlier closing times of
licensed premises and lockouts
of patrons even earlier show
that drunken assaults have been
slashed by more than 30 per cent
since such those measures were
introduced. Not only that but
Newcastle was recording 35 per
cent fewer non-domestic night
time assaults and street offences
requiring police had fallen by
half.

This is over a twelve month peri-
od of the test. At the same time
an id scanning scheme at late
night licensed premises saw peo-
ple removed from one premises
not being able to simply go to
another late night premises.

Mr Brough said the 2014-15 Budget
would be a key step in the budget
repair task faced by the Govern-
ment.

“It will help define how we can

live within our means, pay down La-

The Twinnies said, “Although we
specialise in Seabirds we never turn
away any injured animal.”

Apart from caring for injured birds,
the Powers twins attend to rescues
up and down the Qld Coastline and
provide a drop off point for mem-
bers of the public who have found
an injured animal.

We are calling on people power to
assist with saving of the facility!
