June 25th, 2011 at 10.30a.m. at the
Maleny Community Centre is the
date - time and place set down for
a special general meeting of the
Maleny Community Credit Union
to discuss the proposed merger of
the Credit Union and the Credit
Union Australia.

What does the
local heritage
mean to you?

Forfour weeks the Sunshine
Coast Regional Council is run-
ning a community engagement
program which commenced on
June 15 inviting community
museums, historical societies
and interested individuals from
across the region to be a part of
an extensive consultation pro-
cess to really understand what
the Coast has to offer with regard
to its unique cultural heritage.

The Sunshine Coast Council
wants to know what ‘heritage’
means to you.

There are a number of ways to
participate in the community en-
gagement. An online survey is
accessible via council’s website
and a hard copy version is also
available from council’s libraries
and galleries.

Following the program the Coun-
cil will prepare a cultural heri-
tage marketing and communica-
tion plan for the region.

The merger has been on the books
since the end of 2010.

In January 2011 an announcement
was made that the boards of both
organisations intended to merge.

Ever since that announcement
there has been two strong fields of
thought about the merger.

All registered members of the
Maleny Community Credit Union

are entitled to vote on the proposal,

either in person at the meeting on
the day or by a proxy vote.

Proxy voting forms have been
sent out to those members entitled
to vote. Any member who has
not received this correspondence
should contact the Maleny Credit
Union immediately.

MCU Board Chairman, Alan Har-

rington said that there were a num-
ber of reasons why the merger was
being considered, one being the
security and stability for members
being a part of Australia’s largest
credit union.

A spokesperson for the Friends of
Maleny Credit Union says that the
assets which includes the money
held, the goodwill and the build-
ing itself which is owned by the
Maleny Credit Union will be lost to
the community in a merger.

There has been no suggestion

that MCU cannot sustain itself as
a credit union. The issue is the
degree to which it would be un-
competitive and inefficient moving
forward.

A vote on the proposal needs a 75
per cent majority to be carried.

Local State Member walks for the kids!

What started in2010 as a protest about the state of the Conondale - Ke-
nilworth Road by local Member for Glasshouse, Mr. Andrew Powell, a
long time supporter of Chaplains in the state education system turned the
2011 walk into a fundraiser for the Maleny and Conondale State School

What can we expect from the
National Broadband Scheme

Claims have been made by the Communications Minister Senator Ste-
phen Conroy at a conference on May 31st that every household con-
nected to the National Broadband Network would save $148 a week or
$7,699 a year just by signing up to the NBN. No indication was given as
to how this savings to the householder was to be made.

“The NBN rollout is behind schedule, overbudget, undersubscribed, and
has the potential for the biggest cost blowouts ever achieved by a Gov-
ernment program.” said Mr. Luke Hartsuyker MP, Shadow Minister for
Regional Communications, Shadow Minister for Youth and Sport and
Federal Member for Cowper.

A report card of where the NBN is up to shows that construction of the
network has been suspended indefinitely after the tender process revealed
the building costs were higher than NBN Co’s budget.

Industry tenders to NBN Co reveal that costs are likely to be $8 billion
more than the Government budgeted for. In early May, NBN Co had
passed 3,987 premises at a cost of around $7500 per premise.

The NBN rollout in Tasmania is 10 months behind schedule. The main-
land first release sites are at least three months behind schedule. And
the mainland second release sites have been delayed at least eight months

Senator Conroy forecast 35,000 customers were expected to be connected
by July 1, 2012, but just 607 people have connected.

Negotiations between Telstra and NBN Co are six months behind sched-
ule.

No dates have been set at this time as to when the Sunshine Coast area
may have this broadband system connected.

Gee whiz hasn’t the winter chill set in with a vengence.
You know, the risk of fire increases — and research
shows that more people die in house fires between June
and September than any other time of the year.

But you can reduce the risk to you and your loved ones
by learning a bit about home fire risks and prevention.

Appliances such as electric blankets and heaters get
pulled out of storage and plugged in around many
Queensland homes.

These common appliances, as well as clothes dry-

ers, fireplaces and braziers help keep us comfortable
through the cold months of winter, but misuse, faulty
wiring and leaving them unattended can lead to prevent-
able fires and potential tragedy.

Security bars and screen doors can block your escape in
afire. You need smoke alarms and a home escape plan
to ensure you don’t get trapped by your home security.

We also recommend that you adopt some simple safety
habits such as:

*  Turning electric blankets off before getting into
bed;

*  Ensuring appliances are turned off at the wall and
home fires extinguished when not in use;

*  Getting your appliances checked for frayed and
damaged cords by a licensed electrician;

*  Keeping clothing at least one metre away from
heaters when drying inside;

*  When using a clothes dryer, make sure the lint
filter is cleaned out after every cycle. Remember
to clean behind the dryer and the exhaust port at
least every 6 months

Simple steps such as developing a escape plan and
keeping smoke alarms in working order can give you
the vital seconds you need to survive a fire. Don’t
have a home fire escape plan? We can help.

Recycled water -naturally

The Maleny Sewage Treatment Plant which is situ-
ated on Obi Creek on the upcreek side of Gardners
Falls is reaching the end of its servicable life said
Unity Water CEO Jon Black. The system was pur-
chased and installed in 1989.

Planning is now underway for upgrading and
augmenting of Maleny’s treatment plant. Present
plans would see Unitywater enter into a long-term
agreement to lease the northern wetlands section of
the Maleny Community Precinct for approximately
15 years.

The granting of this lease is the key not only to en-
abling Maleny’s sewage treatment process to meet
best practice but deliver a hugely significant envi-
ronmental and recreational boost to the precinct.

This plan would also complete a perfect cycle of
water use on the precinct, with the high quality wa-
ter being available to Barung Landcare’s nurseries
as well as helping keep the proposed Maleny Golf
Club’s fairways and greens in good shape.

Part of the plans under consideration involved the
reuse of treated effluent on an irrigation forest and
wetland system on the Maleny Community Pre-
cinct site to further naturalise the water as it trickles
through them before arriving at the Obi Obi Creek.

This will also provide a reliable water supply to the

area, efforts to restore biodiversity and water quality
to drained former rainforest and wetlands and ripar-

ian zones would be well supported.

“The additional processes naturalise the water as
it flows through two natural ecosystems.” said Dr
Skull who is the Council’s Environment Manager.

Once in Obi Creek this water would continue to
flow into Baroon Pocket Dam.
