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The Caloundra Family History
Research Inc. has spent the
past two years transcribing the
Landsborough Rates and Cash
Books for the period 1912 to
1941, from registers held at
Queensland State Archives.

Currently the only way
to locate a record for
any person, who lived

in the Landsborough
Shire during this period,
is to laboriously search
through every page of
the fifteen registers.

There are over 58,000
entries. These not only
include rate payers,

but also people who received
wages, were issued licences
or provided goods & services
to the Council for items such
as fodder to tool dressing and
everything in-between.

The project has been made
possible by a Q150 Commu-
nity Funding Grant from the
Queensland Government and is
the major undertaking for the
group to mark the 150th an-
niversary of the separation of
Queensland from NSW.

A CD-ROM has now been pre-
pared to enable family histori-
ans and those interested in lo-

references for the researcher to
find the full details in the reg-
isters held at Queensland State
Archives.

In addition to the index, the
CD includes maps of the Shire
and photographs depicting life
during the documented period.

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Traveston Dam construction
awaiting final approval

Finally, the announcement that the Traveston Dam on the Mary River will
be constructed has been made by the Queensland Government and all that
is between final approval and commencement of construction is the ap-
proval of the Federal Environmental Minister, Peter Garrett acting under
the Environment Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Act.

The Queensland Government has already spent more than $500 million
on resumptions and associated work towards construction of the dam
even though no one stone has been turned in actual construction. The
final project is estimated to cost a further $1.5 - $2 billion dollars.

Queensland Premier, Anna Bligh said, “The dam, located in the Sunshine
Coast hinterland north of Brisbane, is critical to future water supplies in
the South East Queensland region.”

Many locals believe that the dam being created will become a massive
evaporation pond which will spread over some of Queensland’s best
farming land.”

On the 14th September 2009 the Greens Leader, Bob Brown described
the proposed dam in The Australian newspaper, as ‘the most damaging
project that’s conceivable’.

A major upgrade to the Bruce Highway started recently with the building
of a new stretch of highway between Traveston Road and Sankeys Road.
The Queensland Main Roads Minister, Craig Wallace denies that this
upgrade is so that construction of the Traveston Dam can proceed.

Step 1

If you do have leftover paint,
correct storage will ensure your
paint is fresh for future touch ups
or second coats. For best results,
cover the top of the open can
with cling wrap and put the lid on
securely to avoid leakage. Store
the can upside down. The paint
naturally forms a skin, which will
help to seal the can and keep it

Remove
paint solids from the bottom of
the container and dispose of in
your local council ’s household
hazardous chemical waste collec-
tion service.

Step 4

Mineral turpentine, paint thinners
and oil-based paints are consid-
ered hazardous chemical waste.

To dispose of these products
safely, contact the Sunshine
Coast Regional Council. It offers
a household hazardous chemical
waste collection service at the
Witta Recycle Depot, Cemetary
Rd, Witta. The telephone num-
